Vietnam Essentials 11 Days 
Hanoi – Duong Lam – Ha Long – Hue – Hoi An – Da Nang – Saigon – Ben Tre
DAY 1: ARRIVE HANOI
Upon arrival, you will be met by a Vietravel representative and transferred to your hotel.
DAY 2: DUONG LAM VILLAGE - HANOI CITY TOUR (B)
In the morning, depart for a 1.5-hour drive to the ancient village of Duong Lam - home to around 300 houses built three or four centuries ago, walk along Duong Lam’s narrow alleyways to explore rural life and Vietnam’s ancient architecture. Visit Mong Phu Communal House, Princess Mia Pagoda (built in the 15th century), and the Old Catholic church. The village well - the traditional feature of communal life - is also worth a look. Drive back to Hanoi.

Wind your way afterwards to the Temple of Literature, the first University for the sons of mandarins. End your tour by sitting down at a local coffee shop, enjoy egg coffee and observe the typical life of Hanoi in the afternoon.
DAY 3: HANOI - HALONG (B, L, D)
In the morning, meet your guide at the hotel’s lobby and depart for Halong. Upon arrival, you will embark a wooden junk for a bay cruise through magnificent karst scenery. You will visit splendid caverns and go swimming. Evening enjoy superb seafood dinner.
DAY 4: HALONG BAY (B, L, D)
Continue cruising in Ha Long Bay and joining activities organized by the boat crew.
DAY 5: HALONG - HANOI - HUE (Brunch)
After the spectacular morning cruise, disembark the cruise and drive back to Hanoi, en route visit potter’s village of Bat Trang and have an experience with the potter’s wheel. Then transfer to the airport for your flight to Hue. Upon arrival, you will be met and transferred to your hotel.
DAY 6: HUE CITY TOUR (B)
Start from your hotel with a 10-minute cyclo ride from your hotel to visit the Imperial Citadel, a UNESCO listed site. From there, drive to Thien Mu pagoda, Hue’s best-preserved religious monument to pray for a good fortune.

 In the afternoon, drive out 30 minutes to the elaborate Khai Dinh Royal Tomb. Continue to the serene Tu Duc Royal Tomb, designed to blend in with its natural surroundings and built on principles of feng-shui. Transfer back to your hotel with an optional stop en route at an incense stick making house.
DAY 7: HUE - HOI AN. HOI AN WALKING TOUR (B)
Morning check out hotel, take a 3-hour drive passing the scenic Hai Van Pass to Hoi An. Upon arrival, check in hotel.

In the afternoon, take a walking tour around Hoi An ancient town. This World Heritage has plenty to visit including the old merchant’s houses with influences from Chinese, Japanese and Vietnamese architecture; the 400-year-old Japanese Covered Bridge; the Assembly Hall of the Chaozhou Chinese Congregation with outstanding wood carvings; and the colorful market with stalls brimming with local specialties including silk.
DAY 8: HOI AN COUNTRYSIDE ON VESPA (B, L)
This morning, head to Cam Kim island’s fishing port, riding through breathtaking scenery of rice paddies and farmland, taking stops along the way to learn from friendly local families the art of mat weaving, farming and how to make (and eat) the perfect banh dap (rice cracker).

Riding into a small village, stop at a local café to fuel up on local drip-coffee, gearing up for an adrenalin pumping 300-metres bamboo bridge to Duy Hai market and harbor. Here, the local ferry crossing takes you to the water coconut palm fringed Cam Thanh and beyond to Tra Que Fishing Village for a fish cracker stop before our seafood lunch on the shores of the beautiful Ha My beach.
DAY 9: HOI AN - DANANG - SAIGON. SAIGON CITY TOUR (B
Check out hotel in the morning, then transfer to Danang airport for your flight to Saigon. Saigon is the country’s commercial center with over eight million inhabitants and four million motorbikes. This afternoon visit Saigon’s historic landmarks such as the Notre Dame Cathedral, a red brick edifice with twin spires based on the original construction from Paris, the Central Post Office, designed by the French architect, Gustave Eiffel. Continue your visit with the War Remnants Museum for a vivid insight of the American war through the local’s eyes (Please note that some of the photos are very graphic). Transfer back to your hotel
DAY 10: SAIGON - BEN TRE - SAIGON (B, L)
Depart Saigon and drive south to Ben Tre province. Situated in the Delta of Mekong River, Ben Tre is famous for its tropical fruit gardens and traditional handicrafts made of coconuts. Visit an old brick kiln, coconut workshop, small family-run mat workshop, talk with the local to learn the traditional techniques they have been using for hundred years.

Afterward, travel along the narrow shady village roads to admire the tranquility of the Mekong villages. Stop at a farmer’s house to enjoy tropical fruits grown in the garden. After lunch, have a short break before getting on sampan for rowing through the idyllic water palm creek. Change to motorized boat for cruising back to Hung Vuong pier, following by transfer back to Saigon.
DAY 11: DEPART SAIGON (B)
Check out hotel and transfer to the airport for your flight back home
The Mandarin Road’s Journey 15 Days
Hanoi – Ha Long – Ninh Binh – Vinh – Dong Hoi – Hue – Hoi An –– Nha Trang– Saigon – Cu Chi – Ben Tre
DAY 1: ARRIVE HANOI
Upon arrival, you will be met by a Vietravel representative and transferred to your hotel
DAY 2: HANOI CITY TOUR (B)
Today, you will visit Temple of Literature, Vietnam’s first university, established in the grounds of a temple in 1076 and operated for an amazing 700 years. Next travel to West Lake and visit the Tran Quoc Buddhist Pagoda, walking 700m further on to the Taoist temple of Quan Thanh, which is dedicated to one of the principle deities of Taoism

In the afternoon, visit the Ethnology Museum (closed on Mondays), which is both a research center and a public museum exhibiting the ethnic groups of Vietnam. We then visit Hanoi’s Old Quarter and amble around here taking in the atmosphere, through charming Hang Be Market, down bustling narrow streets and alleys and around Hoan Kiem Lake. End your day with a performance of the uniquely Vietnamese art form of water-puppetry.
DAY 3: HANOI - HALONG (B, L, D)
In the morning, meet your guide at the hotel’s lobby and depart for Halong. Upon arrival, you will embark a wooden junk for a bay cruise through magnificent karst scenery. You will visit splendid caverns and go swimming. Evening enjoy superb seafood dinner.
DAY 4: HALONG - NINH BINH (Bunch)
Have a healthy breakfast on board as your boat sails past stunning scenery and limestone rock formations to Halong City. Upon disembarkation your driver will meet you and transfer to Ninh Binh. Visit Hoa Lu, the vestige of Vietnam’s former capital in the 10th century. Take a beautiful boat ride at Tam Coc.
DAY 5: NINH BINH - VINH (B, L)
Drive to Phat Diem to visit the wonderful cathedral. After that, drive south toward Vinh (200km), en route stop for lunch in Thanh Hoa
DAY 6: VINH - DONG HOI (B, L, D)
Drive south along Route 1A to Phong Nha. Lunch at local restaurant. Upon arrival in Phong Nha, visit the fabulous Paradise Cave, which was opened to the public in 2010. Here you have a chance to see one of the larger and most impressive accessible caves in the area. After you climb over 400 stairs, you will see the large entrance of this cave. Descend into the cave on a wooden walkway, made to protect and preserve the fragile cave formations. This walkway continues for 1 km through the enormous, well lighted cave
DAY 7: DONG HOI - HUE (B, L)
Morning, walk around the fish market in Nhat Le, then drive to Hue. Lunch at local restaurant. In the afternoon, explore the ruins of the Imperial Citadel where the Nguyen Dynasty ruled 1200 years ago. Cyclo through the ‘Old City’ to the historic relaxation spot of emperors, Tinh Tam Lake; filled with flowers in the summer and a popular place for students to study. Next, drive to Thien Mu (Celestial Lady) Pagoda; who’s centerpiece, a 21 meter high tower represents the seven reincarnations of Buddha. Take a boat trip to enjoy the sunset on the famous Perfume River.
DAY 8: HUE - HOI AN (B)
Drive out 30 minutes to the elaborate Khai Dinh Royal Tomb. Continue to the serene Tu Duc Royal Tomb, designed to blend in with its natural surroundings and built on principles of feng-shui. Lunch at local restaurant. Then take a 3-hour drive passing the scenic Hai Van Pass to your hotel in Hoi An
DAY 9: HOI AN - TRA QUE VILLAGE & HOI AN WALKING TOUR (B)
Pick up from your hotel and transfer to a local farm in Tra Que Village. Take a trip around the vegetable garden and join the farmers in preparing the land and fertilizing it with seaweed. Continue gardening activities such as raking, sowing, watering greens, picking greens etc. After farming activities, enjoy a relaxing herbal foot massage. You will then be shown how to prepare tam huu, a local delicacy before sitting down for a home cooked meal including banh xeo before transferring by vehicle back to Hoi An.

In the afternoon, take a walking tour around Hoi An ancient town. This World Heritage has plenty to visit including the old merchant’s houses with influences from Chinese, Japanese and Vietnamese architecture; the 400-year-old Japanese Covered Bridge; the Assembly Hall of the Chaozhou Chinese Congregation with outstanding wood carvings; and the colorful market with stalls brimming with local specialties including silk. Transfer back to your hotel.
DAY 10: HOI AN – DANANG – NHA TRANG (B)
Morning check out hotel, transfer to Danang airport for flight to Nha Trang. 
DAY 11: NHA TRANG ISLAND TOUR (B, L)
Transfer to the pier for a 45 minutes cruise to Mun island, the most beautiful protected marine area of Nha Trang bay. Get ready and enjoy snorkeling to observe sea creatures such as anemones, coral reefs, and ornamental fish. Sail to a restaurant on island for lunch passing fishing villages. Cruise back to pier and transfer to your hotel.

DAY 12: NHA TRANG (B)
Free at own leisure to relax on the beach.
DAY 13: NHA TRANG - SAIGON (B, L)
Late morning check out hotel, transfer to airport for flight to Saigon.

Saigon is the country’s commercial center with over eight million inhabitants and four million motorbikes. Visit Saigon’s historic landmarks such as the Notre Dame Cathedral, a red brick edifice with twin spires based on the original construction from Paris, the Central Post Office, designed by the French architect, Gustave Eiffel. Move on to your next stop at the War Remnants Museum for a vivid insight of the American war through the local’s eyes. 
DAY 14: SAIGON - BEN TRE - SAIGON (B, L)
Depart Saigon and drive south to Ben Tre province. Situated in the Delta of Mekong River, Ben Tre is famous for its tropical fruit gardens and traditional handicrafts made of coconuts. Visit an old brick kiln, coconut workshop, small family-run mat workshop, talk with the local to learn the traditional techniques they have been using for hundred years.

Afterward, get on tuk-tuk (or hop on a local bicycle and ride of 3 km) to travel along the narrow shady village roads to admire the tranquility of the Mekong villages. Stop at a farmer’s house to enjoy tropical fruits grown in the garden. Continue to a simple local restaurant for lunch. After lunch getting on sampan for rowing through the idyllic water palm creek. Change to motorized boat for cruising back to Hung Vuong pier, following by transfer back to Saigon.
DAY 15: DEPART SAIGON (B)
Free at leisure until transfer to the airport for your flight home.

Enjoyed a water puppet show which performed by local artists. Cycling around the village to visit Canh Huong Pagoda then a local house in the village for a warm talking with the host. Experience the farming activities such as: harvesting and planting vegetables, fishing with the traditional basket, milling and pounding rice… during 5 hour tour in village. Relax in the fresh air and enjoy homemade Vietnamese cooking dinner. Fare well to the local folks and return to Hanoi.

DAY 1: ARRIVE SAIGON
Upon arrival, you will be met by a Vietravel representative and transferred to your hotel.
DAY 2: SAIGON CITY TOUR & VESPA NIGHT FOOD TOUR (B, L, D)
This morning, visit Saigon’s historic landmarks such as the Notre Dame Cathedral, a red brick edifice with twin spires based on the original construction from Paris, the Central Post Office, designed by the French architect, Gustave Eiffel. Grab a seat at a local street coffee, talk with your guide for an insight view of Saigon city when dawn is coming. Then drive to visit Traditional Medicine Museum to get an overview of the history and practice in traditional Chinese and Vietnamese medicines. Then head to Chinatown, walk around to see some herbal medicine shops. If you want, we will stop at a local traditional medicine shop and you can let the practitioner check your health by pulse diagnosing method, he will advise you about your current health situation, and provide you the secrets of keeping a healthy life.

In the evening, to start off Saigon night tour, enjoy drinks at Vespa-themed café, Café Zoom, to watch “as the world goes by” (as said in the Lonely Planet guide book). Throughout the night, try a variety of food and drinks at 2 local restaurants and samplings of Saigon’s best authentic street food. Zoom past the famous must-see sights of Ho Chi Minh City while in the bustling traffic. We’ll also go to a Vietnamese-style coffee shop with special live music, and then wrap up the evening at an exciting Rock music bar where the new generation of Vietnamese unwind and flaunt their unique styles. Guests ride pillion behind drivers to enjoy and experience the Vietnamese nightlife.
DAY 3: SAIGON - MY THO - CAI BE (JAYAVARMAN/JAHAN MEKONG CRUISE) (B, L, D)
Bid farewell to the hustle and bustle of Saigon as we travel 70 kilometers south by land to My Tho to embark your boutique Ship. We will be served a refreshing drinks and light lunch as the Ship steadily glides along the Mekong. We will bathe in the fading sunset on the balcony followed by a briefing at the lounge. Later, a welcome dinner awaits us. When approaching Cai Be, the Ship drops anchor to moor midstream.

DAY 4: CAI BE - SA DEC - TAN CHAU (B, L, D)
Every day of our journey starts with an invigorating Tai Chi lesson on the sun deck just as the sun begins its gentle glow. Coffee and tea awaits the early bird. The day’s tour starts with a visit to Cai Be’s boisterous and colorful floating market on a traditional sampan (a flat bottomed traditional Vietnamese wooden boat). During the languid ride, discover breathtaking landscapes along the river and quaff the rustic life on the Mekong Delta.

The cruise will halt intermittently to allow us to observe how rice paste, rice paper, rice cookies, rice pop, rice wine and coconut candies are made. Enjoy local life along the canals on the way back to the Ship for lunch. In the afternoon, we cruise to Sa Dec. Upon arrival, we embark a traditional sampan to tour Binh Thanh Island to visit an untouchable village. Here, every villager is involved in the process of making rattan mat & interact with the old local people. We then board the Ship for a tranquil evening cruise towards Tan Chau.
DAY 5: TAN CHAU - BORDER CROSSING - PHNOM PENH (B, L, D)
Welcome to the fish sanctuary of Vietnam. Begin your day with a hearty breakfast at the Dining Hall or in the quiet sanctuary of your balcony. Brace yourself on local vehicles called “xeloi” to explore Tan Chau, a pleasant town near the Cambodian border. We will also visit the colorful local market near an ancient temple. We stop to visit a fish farm located in the Tan Chau canal.
Continue by boat to Tan Chau pier, disembark here and stroll around this colorful local market with lots of regional products.

Then, we will be back to the Ship for lunch. It is an opportunity to relax on board, sharpen your culinary skills with our hands-on cooking classes or tour the ship with our Cruise Manager. Or, better yet, do all three. “The Highway Blues” beckons as we float into a state of mild bliss caused by the hypnotic murmur of the Ship’s engine. Overnight we anchor midstream near Phnom Penh.
DAY 6: PHNOM PENH (B, L, D)
Phnom Penh was once the Paris of the East. Despite its rapid development, it has retained a lot of its rustic charm and elegance. Sightseeing in the morning will include the Killing Field in town. Be prepared to be heart wrenched by this stark reminder of the genocide that transpired during Cambodia’s Khmer Rouge regime. 

After lunch at a local restaurant, we will visit the Genocide Museum visiting the dazzling white and gold edifice of the Royal Palace and the Silver Pagoda, and witnessing exceptionally beautiful Khmer craft at the National Museum. We go back to the Ship by “cyclo” - traditional vehicle after our museum visit. Take a rest on your cabin balcony or the lounge and get prepared for an exciting evening event. 

The evening starts with a variety of cocktails served on the sun deck. At 18:00pm, we will be captivated by a comprehensive lecture on Cambodia’s modern history. BBQ dinner is serving right after the lecture. Take a seat and enjoy the following Apsara dance performance. Experience the brilliance and richness of this culture, the soothing sounds of traditional music, the calming scent of incense sticks and a barbeque on the sun deck. It is indeed a truly marvelous experience, dining in the open with the stars and the moon as our companions.
DAY 7: PHNOM PENH - KAMPONG TRALACH - KAMPONG CHHNANG (B, L, D)
Before the sun peeks over the horizon, the cruiser sets sail towards Kampong Tralach and the Tonle River - an amazingly narrow river - which glides through leafy swaths of the Southeast Asian jungle. We are greeted by cacophonous children who waive enthusiastically early in the morning when they bring their livestock for a bath in the meandering Tonle River. Experience the ox cart, visit Heritage Line -Linblad National Geographic library project here. We then return to the ship for lunch whilst cruising the narrow and meandering Tonle River. Then we approach Kampong Chhnang, Cambodia’s “water world” where everything is on stilts balanced on water rich soil. Here we take a van along the paddy fields to visit the Khmer-styled pottery at the Aundaung Russey village. Then, it is back to the river bank for an adventurous excursion to the wetlands, floating houses and fish farms in the region. Back on board, the Ship sails back towards Phnom Penh again and will moor for overnight midstream near Phnom Penh.
DAY 8: KAMPONG CHHNANG - KAMPONG CHAM (B, L, D)
We will depart before the break of dawn from Phnom Penh with a stop at the little known Silk Weaving Village. We will then return to the ship and will cruise past the Mekong’s tranquil villages, exhilarating river life and sun-hardened fishermen on their fish boats. Lunch on board. In the afternoon, we will tour the rural Angkor Ban village where time stood still. We are transported back a hundred years into an era unsullied by modernity. The houses here are truly rustic, made by hand and without any concrete. But most of all, we feel overwhelmed by the unbridled warmth of the villagers. Travelers can take part in the daily activities of the villagers to experience village life first hand. Then, we are back to the Ship to cruise towards Kampong Cham.
DAY 9: WAT HANCHEY - KAMPONG CHAM (B, L, D)
We will wake up in the small hours of the morning, truly energized to embark on a land journey to the pre-Angkorian temple of Wat Hanchey. Travelers either take a motor-taxi or climb 303 steps to the top. Located at the top of a hill overlooking the river, it offers one of the most breath-taking views in Cambodia. Built in the 8th century, this ancient structure, together with a bigger and newer addition underscores the superb architecture of the Chenla Empire which predates the mighty Angkor temple complex. We even get to engage in light banter with some of the monks in the area. We will return to the Ship to witness a blessing ceremony performed by orange-clad local monks. Lunch on board.

We will then cruise towards Kampong Cham to visit Wat Nokor, a Wat built within the ruins of an ancient temple which holds a timeless story. After visiting OBT project of Heritage Line and organization for Basic Training Along the way, we will have to maneuver a 2-kilometer rickety bamboo bridge. Our sense of balance lies in the balance!
DAY 10: KAMPONG CHAM - SEAM REAP (B, L)
We will disembark the Ship at after breakfast and boarding a coach at 08.30am for a transfer from Kampong Cham to the drop off point in Siem Reap. We get to munch on snacks and enjoy cold drinks along the journey. We then arrive in Siem Reap in the early afternoon.

DAY 11: THE TEMPLES OF ANGKOR (B, L)
In the morning, transfer by private vehicle to Ta Prohm, Built in 1186, Ta Prohm is one of Angkor’s jewels and is overgrown with fig trees, giving a haunting yet exotic atmosphere. Drive a short distance to Ta Keo, one of the finest temples in Angkor complex. Continue to Angkor Thom, an entire walled city of 9 square kilometers and the royal Capital from 1181. Also visit the Terrace of the Elephants and the Terrace of the Leper King, which houses almost perfectly preserved carvings. 

In the afternoon, continues to explore Angkor Wat. Surrounded by a 190 meter wide moat 1.5 kilometers by 1.3 kilometers, Angkor Wat is believe to be the largest religious building in the world. Enjoy the magnificent view of Angkor as the dawn comes. 
DAY 12: DEPARTURE SIEM REAP (B)
Free at leisure until transfer to the airport for your flight home.

Wake up early to enjoy a cup of tea or coffee. Take part in Tai Chi demonstration on the sundeck. Cruise toward Sung Sot grotto which is famous for stalactites hanging from the high ceiling takes on numerous shapes and forms before having brunch while cruising back to Tuan Chau Wharf. Arrive at the jetty late morning. Get on car and transfer back to Hanoi.
DAY 10: HANOI - YANGON (B)
Check out hotel, transfer to the airport for your flight to Yangon. Upon arrival, transfer to your hotel.
DAY 11: YANGON CITY TOUR (B, L)

The ancient city of Bagan, formerly known as Pagan, was the capital of several ancient Burmese Kingdoms. Approximately 2,200 of the originally 4,400 temples remain standing in Bagan. Start your day with a visit to Shwezigon pagoda and Ananda temple, then take a short walk to Anauk Pwa Saw village to see the cotton weaving work as well as Minanthu village which produces cooking oil from peanuts. After lunch, visit the Dhammayangyi pagoda, Bagan’s largest temple. And wrap up your day with a dramatic view of sunset over the city from one of the most scenic spots in town.

Finished the day at Shwenandaw (Golden Palace) Monastery, which is a masterpiece of wood carving.
DAY 18: DEPART MANDALAY (B)
Free at leisure until transfer to the airport for your departure flight.

Day 1: SAIGON – PHAN THIET – MUI NE
Upon arrival Phan Thiet, check in hotel and relax at the beach.
Day 2: MUI NE (B)

Enjoy a walking tour around the ancient town center and take in the former merchants’ house, the 400 year-old Japanese Covered Bridge and the colorful market with its stalls brimming with local specialties.

Over hundreds years, silk lanterns have become the symbol of Hoi An ancient town culture. The hand-made lanterns are hung in front of each house as a signal of good luck and to drive away the evil forces. Today meet up with a local artisan who has dedicated half of his life in the art of making lantern. Have a chat with him for a brief introduction to the history, shape and colors of lanterns, and let him show you how to make the best lantern using traditional method.
DAY 7: HOI AN FARMING - POTTERY VILLAGE TOUR (B)
Herbs are widely used in Vietnamese food, and are grown easily in different regions around Vietnam, but herbs grown in Hoi An have uniquely strong flavors and tastes. Today leave your modern life away, put on the clothes of local farmers and experience the activities of ploughing, fertilizing, watering and watering plants. Take a leisurely 4km bike ride to Tra Que vegetable village, join the friendly farmers to cultivate vegetables. Have a break afterwards, enjoy some jasmine tea, also learn to make rice paper in traditional way. Bid farewell to your host family and transfer back your hotel. 

Thanh Ha used to be a thriving village during 16th and 17th centuries. It is said that all construction materials such as bricks, tiles and floor slabs used to build Hoi An ancient town was made in Thanh Ha village. Through years, there have been many changes but still some families keep their traditional pottery craft making. Enjoy a 40-minute boat ride on Thu Bon river to this pottery village. Walk around the zigzagging alleys, chat with the villagers and try your hand at making a handicraft. You might want to support the local community by buying one of their products. Drive back to town.
DAY 8: HOI AN (B)
Free at leisure.
DAY 9: HOI AN - DANANG – SAIGON (A-O SHOW) (B)
Morning check out hotel, transfer to the airport for your flight to Saigon. Upon arrival, transfer to your hotel. 

Visit a local family of musicians. Mr. Linh and Ms. Mai are members of Bong Sen theater, home to talents of performance art in Vietnam. Learn about traditional musical instruments through conversations with the artists and listen to the performances from each family member (3-generations). You then have the chance to try the instruments yourself.

Late this afternoon, transfer to Saigon Opera House to see “A O Show” - a combination of arts highlighting the peaceful country life and poetic scenery of Southern Vietnam, containing episodes of Vietnamese traditional folk games, dances and circus acts performed against the background of traditional and modern music combined with artistic lighting.

This afternoon meet with Mr. Tan Vo, a creative young artist who brings bamboo products up to another level. Day 7: HOI AN – HUE (B)
This morning check our hotel, take a 3-hour scenic drive to Hue via magnificent Hai Van Pass. 

Hue served as an imperial capital to the Nguyen Lords from the 17th to the 19th century. Start from your hotel with a cyclo ride from your hotel to the Imperial Citadel, a UNESCO listed site. Despite being bombed heavily, there are some incredibly well preserved sections still intact and others which are being restored. From there, driver will pick you up and drive to visit Thien Mu pagoda, Hue’s best-preserved religious monument.
Day 8: HUE GARDEN HOUSES – ENAMEL AND BAMBOO PAPER MAKING (B)
Garden houses are an important heritage of the lives of former aristocrats in Hue. Visit An Hien garden house, situated 30 minutes out of town and originally the residence of Emperor Duc Duc’s 18th daughter. Another classic example of a garden house is the former home of Princess Ngoc Son, a classic structure with three bays and two wings, with the highlight is a small artificial rock garden.

Enamel (phap lam) was used for imperial structures and royal families during the Nguyen Dynasty. Meet with the artisan Mr. Triet Do, a famous expert at Enamel Hue and learn about his endeavor to restore this way of art by combining industries of many sectors of handicrafts. Take the opportunity to see the process of making Phap Lam products, manually create your own or pick up one as a decorative souvenir gift.

Truc Chi is the art of creating drawings on bamboo paper. This technique was created by a young talented artist and his colleagues after many years of research, study and practice. Visit Truc Chi workshop, admire their procedures, and try creating your own Truc Chi drawing and take it home as a souvenir.
DAY 9: HUE – SAI GON  (B)
Morning check out hotel, head to airport for flight to Saigon. 

Saigon is the country’s commercial center with over eight million inhabitants and four million motorbikes. Visit Saigon’s historic landmarks such as the Notre Dame Cathedral, a red brick edifice with twin spires based on the original construction from Paris, the Central Post Office, designed by the French architect, Gustave Eiffel. Continue your visit with the former Presidential Palace, the headquarters of the Saigon Government during the American war. Move on to your next stop at the War Remnants Museum for a vivid insight of the American war through the local’s eyes (Please note that some of the photos are very graphic). DAY 10: CU CHI TUNNEL – A O SHOW (B)
About 07:30, transfer from your hotel to Tan Cang Jetty in Binh Thanh district and depart for Cu Chi Tunnels. Embark on the join-in speedboat and head to Cu Chi tunnels. Enjoy the excursion along Saigon river with the outskirt pictures scenery. Arrive at Cu Chi after 1.5 hour. Disembark and start your visit around. DAY 11: SAIGON – BEN TRE - CAN THO (B, L)
Depart Saigon and drive south to Ben Tre province. Situated in the Delta of Mekong River, Ben Tre is famous for its tropical fruit gardens and traditional handicrafts made of coconuts. Visit an old brick kiln, coconut workshop, small family-run mat workshop, talk with the local to learn the traditional techniques they have been using for hundred years. 

Afterward, get on tuk-tuk (or hop on a local bicycle and ride of 3 km) to travel along the narrow shady village roads to admire the tranquility of the Mekong villages. Change to motorized boat for cruising back to Hung Vuong pier, following by transfer to Can Tho. 
DAY 12: CAN THO – CHAU DOC – TRA SU NATURE RESERVE (B, L)
Early this morning, enjoy a local motor boat trip to the biggest floating market in the Delta - Cai Rang - where you’ll see many boats laden with fruit, vegetables and fish jostling for trade. Sellers advertise their wares by crying out across the waters or tying their goods to a tall pole attached to their boat so that buyers can see from a distance what is being sold.

Later, get off the boat, back to hotel for breakfast, then drive to Binh Thuy ancient house features French architectural style. The house was chosen as one of filming sites for the romantic film “Lover” by producer J. Annaud. Head to Chau Doc. 

Around 15:00, enjoy a 45minutes drive to The Tra Su Nature Reserve which is an ecological heaven (Recommended time: from July to Feb. The dry season falls into Mar. – June: still able to visit, however less interesting). You can explore the area by motor boat and rowing sampan on the carpet of water-fern. On the way to Tra Su Forest, stop by a Khmer village and familiarize with the local technique of palm sugar producing. Return to your hotel in the early evening. 
DAY 13: CHAU DOC – SAIGON (B, L)
After breakfast at the hotel, discover Chau Doc river life through visits to floating fish farms and local houses. Your boat journey continues to a Muslim Cham village. The village gets a bit modernized these days; however, you can still see the traditional Cham stilt houses as well as a mosque. Back onboard to return to your hotel for check-out and depart for a long journey back to Saigon. Lunch is at a local restaurant en route. 
DAY 14: SAIGON – CON DAO (B)
Transfer to airport for flight to Con Dao. Free at leisure in Con Dao.
DAY 15, 16: CON DAO (B)
Free at own leisure in Con Dao. 
DAY 17: CON DAO – SAIGON – DEPARTURE (B)
Check out hotel, transfer to airport for flight back to Tan Son Nhat airport, connects with you flight back home.

We’ll also go to a Vietnamese-style coffee shop with special live music, and then wrap up the evening at an exciting Rock music bar where the new generation of Vietnamese unwind and flaunt their unique styles. Guests ride pillion behind drivers to enjoy and experience the Vietnamese nightlife.
DAY 11: MEKONG DELTA ON MANGO CRUISE (B, L)
Depart from Saigon around 8:00 and head south to My Tho situated in the Delta of the Mekong River. Board the charming Mango Cruise along An Hoa river and start your cruising. Make the first stop at a coconut workshop to learn the process of making coconut candy and souvenirs from coconut, then cruise further to a small brick kiln where the locals still use traditional methods to make the bricks by hand. Hop on tri-motor cycle to travel along the narrow shady 

Enjoy a 4km ride on a tri-motor cycle along the narrow village roads and stop at the rice noodles factory “hu tieu”. Get on sampan and zigzag through the small canals and the palm grove, feel the tranquil of village in the afternoon. Reach to Mango boat and cruise to Mango Home restaurant for a lunch with Mekong Delta specialties. Then walk along the shady v roads to Mr. Sau Tuong’s house. He is a former soldier who survived after 4 years fighting the Khmer Rouge in Phnom Penh. Now he and his wife live on making rice paper. Walk back to Mango restaurant where the cruise is waiting to bring you back to Hung Vuong pier for a transfer to Saigon
DAY 12: SAIGON - PHU QUOC (B)
Free at leisure until transfer to the airport for your flight to Phu Quoc. Upon arrival, transfer to your hotel and enjoy your quality time in Phu Quoc Island.
DAY 13, 14: PHU QUOC (B)
Free at leisure
DAY 15: PHU QUOC - SAIGON - DEPARTURE (B)
Free at leisure until transfer to the airport for your flight back to Saigon to connect your flight home.

Vietnam Art & Craft Discovery 13 Days
Saigon - Cu Chi - Ben Tre - Danang - Hoi An - Hue - Hanoi – Ha Long
DAY 1: ARRIVE SAIGON 
Upon arrival, you will be met by a Vietravel representative and transferred to hotel
DAY 2: SAIGON - CU CHI TUNNELS – A O SHOW (B)
Take a 2-hour drive to the famous Cu Chi tunnels. The tunnel complex was initially started in 1948 to protect the Viet Cong guerrillas from the French air and ground sweeps. You can make a step down to the tunnels and experience the feeling of being underground, as well as get to know how Vietnamese had managed to in the tunnels during years of combat.

Saigon is the country’s commercial center with over eight million inhabitants and four million motorbikes. Visit Saigon’s historic landmarks such as the Notre Dame Cathedral, a red brick edifice with twin spires based on the original construction from Paris, the Central Post Office, designed by the French architect, Gustave Eiffel. Move on to your next stop at the War Remnants Museum for a vivid insight of the American war through the local’s eyes (Please note that some of the photos are very graphic). 

Late this afternoon, transfer to Saigon Opera House to see “A O Show” - a combination of arts highlighting the peaceful country life and poetic scenery of Southern Vietnam, containing episodes of Vietnamese traditional folk games, dances and circus acts performed against the background of traditional and modern music combined with artistic lighting.
DAY 3: SAIGON - SOPHIE'S ART TOUR -  MUSICIAN’S HOUSE (B)
Today meet with the art curator Sophie Hughes for a fascinating exploration into Vietnam’s art history. From the grand halls of the Fine Art Museum to the leading contemporary art galleries, this journey will take you from colonialism to independence, communism to globalization. This tour is not just for art lovers but for those who want to gain a deeper of understanding of the major shifts in 20th and 21st century Vietnam through the eyes of artists.

Visit a local family of musicians. Mr. Linh and Ms. Mai are members of Bong Sen theater, home to talents of performance art in Vietnam. Learn about traditional musical instruments through conversations with the artists and listen to the performances from each family member (3-generations). You then have the chance to try the instruments yourself.
DAY 4: MEKONG DELTA TOUR (B, L)
Depart Saigon and drive south to Ben Tre province. Situated in the Delta of Mekong River, Ben Tre is famous for its tropical fruit gardens and traditional handicrafts made of coconuts. Visit an old brick kiln, coconut workshop, small family-run mat workshop, talk with the local to learn the traditional techniques they have been using for hundred years. 

Afterward, get on tuk-tuk (or hop on a local bicycle and ride of 3 km) to travel along the narrow shady village roads to admire the tranquility of the Mekong villages. Stop at a farmer’s house to enjoy tropical fruits grown in the garden.  Continue to a simple local restaurant for lunch. After lunch, have a short break before getting on sampan for rowing through the idyllic water palm creek. Change to motorized boat for cruising back to Hung Vuong pier, following by transfer back to Saigon. 
DAY 5: SAIGON - DANANG - HOI AN (B)
Morning check out hotel, transfer to airport for flight to Danang. Upon arrival Danang, transfer to Hoi An ancient town.

In the afternoon, take a walking tour around Hoi An ancient town. This World Heritage has plenty to visit including the old merchant’s houses with influences from Chinese, Japanese and Vietnamese architecture; the 400-year-old Japanese Covered Bridge; the Assembly Hall of the Chaozhou Chinese Congregation with outstanding wood carvings; and the colorful market with stalls brimming with local specialties including silk.
DAY 6: HOI AN – BAMBOO CRAFT MAKING - LIFESTART FOUNDATION (B)
This morning meet with Mr. Tan Vo, a creative young artist who brings bamboo products up to another level. With his cleverness, he has created many crafts from bamboo, he has also created a unique bicycle with the frame and handlebars made from bamboo. Challenge yourself by making some simple souvenirs from bamboo under his guidance.

Meet your guide at the hotel’s lobby at 08:30 and depart for Lifestart Foundation. Here, you will have lots of fun in the traditional painting class offered by Lifestart Foundation recipient and local artist, Sinh Trong. Take your own handmade card home as a souvenir for friends and family! Next, you will join a lantern making class to learn how to make your own miniature Hoi An lantern taught by the workshop staff. Take your unique lantern home as a memory of your time spent at the Life-start Foundation.
DAY 7: HOI AN - HUE (B, L)
After breakfast, take a 3-hour scenic drive to Hue via Hai Van Pass and Lang Co Lagoon.

Hue served as an imperial capital to the Nguyen Lords from the 17th to the 19th century. Start to visit to the Imperial Citadel, a UNESCO listed site. Despite being bombed heavily, there are some incredibly well preserved sections still intact and others which are being restored. From there, drive to visit the elaborate Khai Dinh Royal Tomb. Its architecture showcases elements of eastern art and western design.
DAY 8: ART AND CRAFTS EXPERIENCE (B)
Start your day to XQ Historical Village to contemplate silk embroidery and understand the spiritual life of artists and craftswomen of Hue. Continue to admire over 250 sculptures, embroidered pictures and others pieces made of precious metals and wood at the private home of a renowned academic and sculptor, the late Diem Phung Thi. For a change of scene, visit the enamel workshop of the artisan Mr. Triet Do. Your final stop will be at Truc Chi workshop (bamboo paper). Made only with bamboo materials, the Truc Chi are typically very detailed and truly unique one of a kind pieces. Visit Truc Chi workshop, chat with the artist to understand more about the art works process, promotion & exhibitions.
DAY 9: HUE - HANOI. HANOI CITY TOUR (B)
After breakfast, transfer to the airport for your flight to Hanoi. Upon arrival, transfer to your hotel. Then start your Hanoi orientation tour around Old Quarter by electric car following your guide for a closer visit on foot. Next, you will enjoy a show at the water puppet theatre. This is a uniquely northern Vietnamese art form depicting scenes from rural life and episodes of national history.
DAY 10: ART THROUGH THE EYES OF LOCAL ART CURATOR (B)

Finally stop at a gallery to enjoy cocktails or tea-break, admire the art works of some famous painters, following by a short art performance by your art curator. 
DAY 11: HANOI - HALONG (B, L, D)

Visit Saigon’s historic landmarks such as the Notre Dame Cathedral, a red brick edifice with twin spires based on the original construction from Paris, the Central Post Office, designed by the French architect, Gustave Eiffel. Move on to your next stop at the War Remnants Museum for a vivid insight of the American war through the local’s eyes (Please note that some of the photos are very graphic). 

Early this evening, meet your Vespa driver at the hotel lobby. Then be driven to the local Zoom coffee shop for a welcome drink and briefing about the trip. DAY 4: SAIGON - DANANG - HOI AN (B)
Morning check out hotel, transfer to airport for flight to Danang, following with a 30-minute drive to Hoi An.

Take a walking tour around Hoi An ancient town. This World Heritage has plenty to visit including the old merchant’s houses with influences from Chinese, Japanese and Vietnamese architecture; the 400-year-old Japanese Covered Bridge; the Assembly Hall of the Chaozhou Chinese Congregation with outstanding wood carvings; and the colorful market with stalls brimming with local specialties including silk.
DAY 5: HOI AN - COOKING CLASS AT MARKET'S – FARMING LIFE IN HERB GARDEN (B, L)
This morning, take boat trip from “Vy’s Market Restaurant” to Hoi An’s colorful central market. Tour of the market with an English speaking guide followed by an interesting and informative tour of Vy’s Market Restaurant, watching live cooking demonstrations with actual involvement and many food tastings. Two hour hands-on cooking class, lunch, recipes a Vietnamese cooking utensil to take home.

DAY 6: HOI AN - HUE CITY - EVENING ROYAL DINNER (B, L, D)
In the morning take a 3-hour scenic drive to Hue.

Hue served as an imperial capital to the Nguyen Lords from the 17th to the 19th century. Start your tour with the Imperial Citadel, a UNESCO listed site. Despite being bombed heavily, there are some incredibly well preserved sections still intact and others which are being restored. From there, driver will pick you up and drive to visit Thien Mu pagoda, Hue’s best-preserved religious monument. 

Tonight enjoy a royal dinner at the Ancient Hue restaurant, enjoy the traditional performance as well as sumptuous royal cuisines 
DAY 7: HUE – RICE AND RURAL LIFE
The cycling tour to Thanh Toan village was designed to tell you the deep rooted history of Vietnam’s wet-rice culture. More than that, it will ride you back to the old days of the 17th century, when you could live the true rural life in a long established village founded by a group of northern clans following the first Nguyen Lord in his pioneering migration to the South. In the afternoon, visit the Museum of Ethnology (closed on Mondays) and enjoy the water puppet show.
DAY 3: HANOI - MAI CHAU. EMBROIDERY CLASS WITH DISADVANTAGED WOMEN (B, L, D)
Take a scenic drive towards the beautiful valley of Mai Chau. Lunch at a local home and explore the ethnic Thai village. Visit Thuan Hoa Center and join in the embroidery class led by one of the disadvantaged women. Enjoy the tribal dance show before dinner. Overnight at a traditional stilt-house.
DAY 4: MAI CHAU - NINH BINH/ CUC PHUONG NATIONAL PARK & ENDANGERED PRIMATE RESCUE CENTRE (B, L, D)

Enjoy a walking tour around the ancient town center and take in the former merchants’ house, the 400 year-old Japanese Covered Bridge and the colorful market with its stalls brimming with local specialties. 
DAY 9: HOI AN - LIFESTART FOUNDATION - HOI AN ORPHANAGE (B, L)
Meet your guide at the hotel’s lobby at 08:30 and depart for Life start Foundation. Here, you will have lots of fun in the traditional painting class offered by Life start Foundation recipient and local artist, Sinh Trong. Take your own handmade card home as a souvenir for friends and family! Next, you will join a lantern making class to learn how to make your own miniature Hoi An lantern taught by the workshop staff. Take your unique lantern home as a memory of your time spent at the Life-start Foundation.

In the afternoon, visit Hoi An Orphanage. Here you can play and share happy moments with the kids.

DAY 14: DEPART SAIGON (B)

Trails of North-East and hill tribes
Hanoi – Sapa – Bac Ha – Hoang Su Phi – Ha Giang – Dong Van – Meo Vac
DAY 1: HANOI – SAPA (L, D)
Depart Hanoi for a 5hr drive to Sapa via the new highway. Upon arrival in Sapa enjoy lunch at a local restaurant and check in to your hotel. After a short rest, take an afternoon excursion to the villages of Sa Xeng and Sau Chua, from here you will have the best view to H`mong village stay by in the Mountain Area and looking to Muong Hoa river with other mountainside for 2 villages of the H’mong and the Dzay Enjoy a leisurely walk along village paths through the stunning valley east of Sapa town, visiting several hamlets of the Black H'mong. Return by car to your hotel. The evening is at your leisure. 
DAY 2: SAPA – LAO CAI (B, L, D)
After checking out of your hotel, we drive 18km (11mi) to Ban Khoang Commune. Spend an hour walking to visit the Can Ho Village of the Red Dzao set in a stunning valley, northeast of Sapa. Drive 10km (6mi) to the Ta Giang Phinh Village, and visit a H’mong village before having a picnic lunch. A half-hour drive uphill past beautiful scenery takes you to a small school in Pa Cheo Village. Continue 20km (12mi) to Muong Vi Valley, and walk for another hour along village paths to explore this charming valley, home to the Zay ethnic group. Transfer by road to Lao Cai, check in at your hotel and have dinner with the remainder of the evening at your leisure. 
DAY 3: LAO CAI – BAC HA (B, L, D)
Visit an ethnic market with location dependent on the day of the week. On non-market days, the excursion will be a combination of road trip with short walks to visit local ethnic villages along the border route: Lao Cai - Muong Khuong - Si Ma Cai - Bac Ha, famous for breathtaking landscapes as well as unique cultures of the hill tribes living along the border with China. In the afternoon, enjoy a leisurely walk in the Ban Pho Valley, home to the Flower H’mong and Tay, and the palace of Hoang A Tuong, an ornate mansion with Oriental and European architectural influences, built in the early 20th century. 
DAY 4: BAC HA – HOANG SU PHI (B, L, D)
Depart Bac Ha on a 18km (11mi) drive to the Ban Gia Valley where you will take a 1hr walk to visit a Flower H’mong village and enjoy spectacular views of terraced fields. Continue driving 70km (43mi) alongside the picturesque Chay River to Hoang Su Phi via Xin Man with photo stops to capture the famous Chay River Massif mountain formation. Check in hotel and enjoy lunch. After lunch, drive 25km (16mi) to the Ban Luoc and Ho Thau valleys, home to the stunning Hoang Su Phi terraced fields recognized as a National Heritage Site. Established hundreds of years ago, Hoang Su Phi district is now home to more than 60,000 people representing 17 ethnic minority groups. Visit the Red Dzao and Nung villages in Ho Thau before returning to your hotel and having dinner. 
DAY 5: HOANG SU PHI – BAN NHUNG – NAM TY – HA GIANG (B, L, D)
Explore the remote valleys of Ban Nhung and Ta Su Choong, part of the Hoang Su Phi National Heritage Site and home to three ethnic groups of H’mong, Dzao and Nung. Drive for 35km (22mi) with stops to admire the beautiful scenery and short walks to visit some tribal villages, mostly H’Mong and Dzao. In the afternoon, drive 92km (57mi) to Ha Giang with stops to explore the Nam Ty and Thong Nguyen valleys, also part of Hoang Su Phi District. Check in to your hotel and have dinner at a local restaurant with the rest of the evening at your leisure. 
DAY 6: HA GIANG – QUAN BA – YEN MINH – DONG VAN (B, L, D)
Breakfast in a local restaurant, check out early and leave Ha Giang at 07.30.

Moving along national road 4C 145km, through Dong Van Limestone Plateau, famous for its magnificience and is a member of Global Geo-Park. Highlights of the day includes: Stop at Quan Ba Heaven Gate, walk up to the top of Co Tien Mountain for the marvelous panorama of Quan Ba Valley; Visit to Nam Dam Village of the Red Zao; Visit Lung Tam Village of the Hmong, famous with H'mong textile workshop; Lunch break in Yen Minh town let after passing over Yen Minh Pass.

Drive after lunch uphill Pho Cao Pass to the area of immense karst rock of Dong Van Plateau. Walk around ancient commercial town in Pho Bang; Visit Lung Cam Tren Village - enjoy KHEN played and dance; Visit the historical site of the Vuong Palace known as H'mong King Palace.

Arriving to Dong Van town, check in hotel and enjoy leisure walk around Dong Van Valley.
DAY 7: DONG VAN – MEO VAC – HA GIANG (B, L, D)
Breakfast and enjoy coffee at the Old Clay-wall Palace and then leave Dong Van at 08.30

Highlighted with the 28km road ride over Ma Pi Leng Pass to Meo Vac, famous pass in VN for imposing mountains. Having many photo stops before paying visit to Ma Pi Leng Village, set near the top of the pass. It is where the best value of cultivating land and fresh water can be learnt evidently! Then proceeding slowly downhill to Meo Vac. Take a short walk around this charming town before coffee break.

Continue from Meo Vac along a quiet tarmac for 55km to Ly Bon with a break at the midway to explore Niem Son Commune. Then moving along road 34A for the whole afternoon to get through the lush lowland of Cao Bang and Ha Giang Provinces via Bao Lam; Bao Lac and Bac Me townlets highlighted with 2 short walk along the Gam River and in Tan Minh Valley.

Arriving back to Ha Giang City at about 16.00, check in hotel and relax.
DAY 8: HA GIANG – HANOI (B, L)
Breakfast and check out hotel at 09.00 for 7 hour road trip (332km) to Hanoi with several break for short walk along the way, especially the walk through tea farm in Tuyen Quang. Lunch break in Tuyen Quang.

Arriving back in Hanoi at about 17.00

REGIONAL EXTENSIONS
CAMBODIA – SIEM REAP (4 DAYS)
DAY 1: SIEM REAP
Upon arrival Siem Reap airport to hotel for check in. 
DAY 2: THE TEMPLES OF ANGKOR (B, L)
In the morning, transfer by private vehicle to Ta Prohm, Built in 1186, Ta Prohm is one of Angkor’s jewels and is overgrown with fig trees, giving a haunting yet exotic atmosphere. Drive a short distance to Ta Keo, one of the finest temples in Angkor complex. Continue to Angkor Thom, an entire walled city of 9 square kilometres and the royal Capital from 1181. Also visit the Terrace of the Elephants and the Terrace of the Leper King, which houses almost perfectly preserved carvings. 

In the afternoon, continues to explore Angkor Wat which is believed to be the largest religious building in the world. Enjoy the magnificent view of Angkor as the dawn comes. 
DAY 3: MORNING CRUISE ON TONLE SAP - DINNER WITH APSARA DANCE (B, D)
Start your day by a transfer to Chhong Kneas, a trading port of agricultural products on the edge of Tonle Sap Lake, also known as the Great Lake of Cambodia. Embark on a private local boat and discover the floating villages with floating schools, markets, police stations, and some unique wildlife along the way. Transfer back to your hotel.

Tonight, savor delicious Khmer cuisine and watch a live Apsara Dance Performance by the top Apsara dancers of Siem Reap. 
DAY 4: DEPART SIEM REAP (B)
Free at leisure until transfer to the airport for your departure flight.
LAOS – LUANG PRABANG (4 DAYS)
DAY 1: LUANG PRABANG 
Upon arrival airport, transfer to hotel for check in. 

DAY 2: PAK OU CAVES - TEMPLES OF LUANG PRABANG (B)
After breakfast, embark on a 2-hour cruise in a long-tail boat on the Mekong River and visit the mysterious Pak Ou Caves. Two large caves of Pak Ou are houses of thousands of Buddha statues, which range from mere centimetres to two meters in height. Cruise back to town and observe the picturesque limestone formations and the friendly local children playing in the river. 

In the afternoon, take a city tour around Luang Prabang. Start with a relaxing walk around the ancient town of Luang Prabang, a UNESCO World Heritage city. Pay a visit to the Royal Palace, which is now a National Museum. Drive to Wat That Luang, monastery of the big stupas, and Wat Mai, Luang Prabang’s oldest Pagoda. Stop at one of the most beautiful sights in town; Wat Xiengthong - the so-called ‘Temple of the Golden City’. End your tour with a short climb to the top of Mount Phousi to admire the beautiful sunset over the city. 

DAY 3: MORNING ALMS GIVING - KUANG SI WATERFALL (B)
Wake up before dawn to witness and participate in offering alms to hundreds of saffron-robed monks. The morning alms round (in Lao: Tak Bat) is a living Buddhist tradition for the people of Luang Prabang.. Please inform your guide if you want to make an offering so that he can help prepare food for you to hand over to the monks. Return to your hotel for breakfast.  

After breakfast, depart for a 1- hour drive south to one of Luang Prabang’s most picturesque sights, the Kuang Si waterfall. Stop en route at Phou Si market and the Ock Pop Tock Weaving Centre. Upon arrival, take a leisure hike through the national park towards the Kuang Si waterfalls and pass by the Asian Bear Rescue Center. Enjoy a picnic lunch in the tranquil surroundings of the park before transferring back to your hotel by private vehicle. 

DAY 4: LUANG PRABANG – DEPARTURE (B)
Morning check out hotel, transfer to airport for your departure flight.

MYANMAR – YANGON – BAGAN (5 DAYS)
Day 1: YANGON ARRIVAL
Upon arrival airport, transfer to hotel for check in. 

DAY 2: YANGON
The city of Yangon is home to a vast collection of cultural sites. Start the day with a visit to Shwedagon Pagoda, also known as the Golden pagoda. Continue with a drive to Kandawgyi Lake and to the southern part of town and visit the Sule pagoda which is believed to be built for over 2,500 years. Finish the day with a visit to Chaukhtatkyi, known for the Reclining Buddha that measures 70 meters in length. (In Myanmar, all visitors to pagodas need to take off their shoes).

DAY 3: YANGON - BAGAN
After breakfast, check out hotel, transfer to airport for flight to Bagan.

DAY 4: BAGAN
The ancient city of Bagan, formerly known as Pagan, was the capital of several ancient Burmese Kingdoms. Approximately 2,200 of the originally 4,400 temples remain standing in Bagan. Start your day with a visit to Shwezigon pagoda and Ananda temple, then take a short walk to Anauk Pwa Saw village to see the cotton weaving work as well as Minanthu village which produces cooking oil from peanuts. After lunch, visit the Dhammayangyi pagoda, Bagan’s largest temple. And wrap up your day with a dramatic view of sunset over the city from one of the most scenic spots in town.

DAY 5: BAGAN – YANGON - DEPARTURE
Transfer to airport for flight back to Yangon, connecting with your flight home. 
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
